READ SCRIPTURE

WHAT LEADS TO THE TRANSFIGURATION:

All Gospels begin this passage with the word “after”


After what?

Luke’s account of what happens prior to the transfiguration

Imagine the week between Jesus’ sayings and the transfiguration


The disciples were in a dark, gray place.



They had given up everything



They had left the great catch of fish

They had devoted their lives to following Jesus



Now the Messiah had said he would die



It was a dark gray week

THEN THE STORY:

Jesus calls together the first small group: Peter, James and John


They go up the mountain


Not another Sunday school lesson


Not another meeting

No! when they get there they behold the glory of God 

They experience first hand the reality of who Jesus is.


They open themselves up to SEE.

WHAT IF?
