HABITS LETTER (AFTER A MISSION TRIP)

Hello Mexicali Missionaries!

Mexicali was awesome this year! You did a great job loving the little children in your village. Congratulations for playing an essential role in making Mexicali a successful trip for our student ministry. 

One of the highlights of my life is listening to the all the great things God is doing students in our ministry. I hope you had a life changing experience and that God touched you in a unique way.

By now you've re-entered your normal, fast-paced life, with all the responsibilities, friendships, pressures, and schoolwork you can handle. My prayer is that your Mexicali experience helped you learn some things about yourself, God, and the world…and that you’ve come back and made a commitment to simplicity. 

The Bible says, “It is not good to have zeal without knowledge, nor be hasty and miss the way.” Proverbs 19:2

Zeal is a five-dollar word that means excitement, and in this case, it's excitement for God. This is a good quality to have. Jesus came to earth so we could have life (John 10:10), and God is the God of the living, not the dead (Mark 12:27). However, when excitement isn’t companioned with knowledge, we end up living a hasty life that leads to poor decisions.

I want you to be excited, I also want you to be filled with God’s knowledge to balance your zeal. It’s like this…excitement will get you moving, knowledge will put you in the right direction. The Christian life must have both in order to successfully live God's way.
